When the wiki paragraph formatting feature is on, all groups of non-
blank lines are collected into paragraphs. Lines can be of any length,
and will be wrapped together with the next line. Paragraphs are
separated by blank lines. When the Wiki paragraph formatting feature
is off, each line will be presented as you write it. This means that if
you want paragraphs to be wrapped properly, a paragraph should be
all together on one line.

When Wiki paragraph formatting is enabled, this option creates line
breaks within paragraphs.

Allows for efficient retrieval and display of information from the
server, thus improving the user experience. This feature is required
for the interface for many features to work.
