Plugin Slide Show

This Tiki feature allows users to use the content of a Wiki Page to create a slideshow (presentation). Introduced in Tiki7 and
nproved later, the feature was Revamped in Tiki19 and a complementary plugin, the SlideShowSlide plugin was added to allow fin
tuning per slide.

Plugin Slideshow is an existing Tiki Plugin to create a slideshow of a page. The Plugin was updated in the Tiki 19.0 and now has
moved on to use Reveal.js. The PluginSlideShow is now more powerful than ever before. It has better transitions and control over
individual slides.

ADMIN SETTINGS

Go to Admin Control Panels and search for "Slideshow" and enable the Slideshow features mentioning Reveal.js the updated
Slideshow component.

TIKI PAGE TO A&NBSP;SLIDESHOW

The Plugin Slideshow converts a Tiki page to a slide show , every H1, H2, and H3 tag starts a new slide.

First, you must create a new Wiki page and save it. You can name it as you wish.
See Wiki and Using Wiki Pages for more information about wiki pages.
After creating the page, add the sections to it, each section must start with either an H1, H2 or H3 tag since each H1, H2 or H3 tac
is the beginning of a new slide.
This is an example of a page with four H1 tags, each of which is a slide, the overview and code of which are shown below.
