Example

Webservice returning JSON.
1. In the "url" field enter:

http://luciash.eu/paypal balance conversion_in_json.php?amount_in=%amount_in%&
currency_in=%currency_in%&currency out=%currency out%

2. In the "Type" dropdown leave "REST" selected.

3. In the "Parameters" textarea fill in the parameters as:

Y%amount in% %currency in% %currency out%
4. Click "Lookup" button.

Now you can test the parameters.
You should see 3 new fields appear where you can enter the values to test.
Enter:

1. amount_in: 2
2. currency in: EUR

3. currency_out: USD
The returned data under the "Response Information" will be something like this:
