Adding this module to the zop zone with mode=header and nobox: y would produce something like:
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When you click on the icon, a new admin bar is shown at the top, as demostrated in the image above, with links to history of
actions performed as admin, quick links to usual tasks, and buttons to the main control panels with controls to display more
buttons to the sides of that bar if requested with the side arrows.
